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Estimados Amigos,  
 

Después de reunirnos con el concilio financiero el domingo pasado, pensamos que es importante compartirle alguna 
información. Ha pasado tiempo desde la última vez que le escribí una carta acerca de nuestro estado económico, aparte 
del boletín y reporte anual. Espero que todos hayan recibido nuestro reporte de fin de año en octubre, detallando el 
último año fiscal. Este fue el primer año en que bajaron nuestras colectas. Ahora hemos estado dentro de la nueva 
iglesia durante los tres años pasados y hemos visto mucho crecimiento durante este tiempo. Se han unido a nosotros 
nuevos hogares, algunos hogares han regresado y muchos más vienen a misa. Nuestro conteo en la misa reciente 
mostró un incremento de 12% o 200 personas mas desde el año pasado. Pero a causa de falta de dinero, ahora nos 
encontramos congelando nuestros gastos en cosas que no sean absolutamente esenciales y necesitaremos 
considerar adonde podemos recortar costos de personal. Continuaremos viendo esto durante los siguientes años.  
 

Desafortunadamente, durante ese tiempo, nuestras colectas han disminuido. Nuestro primer año en la iglesia (2008-
2009) vimos un incremento de 8% en nuestra colecta semanal. Pero durante los últimos dos años, aunque han subido 
nuestros números, hemos visto disminución de 3.5%. La buena noticia es que el año pasado nuestra apelación al 
préstamo hipotecario subió por 50,000 (gracias a dos asignaciones testamentarias). Comenzamos el año de calendario 
con un incremento grande para la apelación del préstamo, pero terminamos el año similar al año de calendario pasado.  
Además hemos terminado dos de los últimos 3 años sin alcanzar nuestra meta de DDF. Reconozco que es un reto (y a 
veces confuso) en cuanto a las tres colectas principales a las que tenemos que estar atentos cada año. Aunque ya sé 
que muchos batallan entre a qué fondo dar, es importante saber que todos son necesario. La Colecta General, 
Apelación del Préstamo, y FDD todos apoyan el abajo de la iglesia local y en el mundo.  
Abajo se encuentran números específicos que le pueden ayudar a ver los totales.  
Aquí está el resumen de cada cuenta y su propósito.  
 

La colecta general semanal: Ingresos de operación – usado para utilidades, salarios de laicos y clero, incluyendo 
beneficios y costos de procesamiento, mantenimiento de todos los edificios, artículos de oficina, gastos litúrgicos, 
incluyendo hostias, vino, velas, flores, y pago de asesoramiento diocesano (11,352 por mes) y cada cuenta de pago que 
mantiene funcionando las instalaciones y ministerios.  
 

Apelación al préstamo hipotecario: Se colecta cada mes por medio de estados de cuenta y la segunda colecta- 
utilizado para pagarle a la diócesis el préstamo que nos fue prestado para nuestra nueva iglesia y para amueblarla. 
Podríamos pagar esta deuda idealmente dentro de 5-7 años. A como estamos pagando, 16,000 por mes en interés (no 
es aplicado hacia el principal) lo pagaremos en un mínimo de 15 años.  
 

DDF - Fondo de Desarrollo Diocesano (FDD): una apelación anual (a cada parroquia se le da una meta según sus 
ingresos asesorados) – es utilizada para hacer el trabajo de la diócesis dentro de los dos condados incluyendo 
formación de sacerdotes, ministerio de jóvenes, entrenamiento para lideres ministeriales, y entrenamiento para nuestro 
equipo pastoral. Esta cantidad anual tiene que ser pagada en diciembre o tenemos que pagar la deficiencia con fondos 
de nuestros ingresos de operación o cuenta de ahorros en enero.

Someone You Love Has Died 
You are now faced with the difficult, but important, need to 
mourn. Mourning is the open expression of your thoughts 
and feelings regarding the death and the person who has 
died. It is an essential part of healing. You are beginning a 
journey that is often frightening, painful, overwhelming, and 
sometimes lonely.  
 

Realize Your Grief is Unique 
Your grief is unique. No one will grieve in exactly the same 
way. Your experience will be influenced by a variety of 
factors: the relationship you had with the person who died; 
the circumstances surrounding the death; your emotional 
support system; and your cultural and religious background. 
As a result of these factors, you will grieve in your own 
special way. Don't try to compare your experience with that 
of other people or to adopt assumptions about just how long 
your grief should last. Consider taking a "one-day-at-a-time" 
approach that allows you to grieve at your own pace 
 

Talk About Your Grief 
Express your grief openly. By sharing your grief outside 
yourself, healing occurs. Ignoring your grief won't make it go 
away; talking about it often makes you feel better. Allow 
yourself to speak from your heart, not just your head. Doing 
so doesn't mean you are losing control, or going "crazy." It is 
a normal part of your grief journey. Find caring friends and 
relatives who will listen without judging. Seek out those 
persons who will walk with, not in front of, or behind you in 
your journey through grief. Avoid persons who are critical or 
who try to steal your grief from you. They may tell you, "keep 
your chin up," or "carry on," or "be happy." While these 
comments may be well-intended, you do not have to accept 
them. You have a right to express your grief; no one has the 
right to take it away.
